CLINIC & EVALUATION HI-LIGHTS…

* Coaches will complete score sheets during the clinic.

* A candidate who wants to join at Fall Season must complete a release form stating why they weren’t available to cheer the previous season.

* Any candidate who cheers during Fall Season, but NOT Winter Season must have a release form on file to be considered for placement at the Spring Clinic.

*A 50-point minimum must be met to be considered for placement on the JV or Varsity squads.

*Junior High School candidates are required to attend Clinics and Spirit Rallies.  They will not be scored for team placement.  But, if they would like to be considered for Team Leader, they will be evaluated during the clinic.

*Supplemental Skills are not required to make a team, but they assist in squad placement if the candidate has previous experience in either area.
